Any 
owner of a registered passenger vehicle, pickup, trailer, motorcycle or camper may 
purchase a set of these plates.  The cost is $40 plus any applicable licensing fees, 
with renewal at $30 a year plus fees.

Plate Receipts.   

3. Give us two weeks to process your order, and then call us if 
you haven’t received a letter that can serve as a receipt for 
your tax-deductible gift to the Bicycle Alliance.   
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
